Recently @ a lunch meeting, we felt led to listen
and see if Father had anything to share with our
server. We heard several things and decided to
share them.

“I sense kind of like you are hearing the sounds of
family laughter and conversation, its like
awakening in you a desire to come back to family
and to God.”

“Exodus 3:7-8 comes to mind when God met
Moses @ the burning bush. God said, ‘I have
surely seen the affliction of my people... I have
heard their cry... I know their sufferings...I have
come down to deliver them.” Sense God may be
saying that to you now”.

Then came the tears and affirmations that indeed
she had been in a season of drifting from God
and was desiring to return.

9 Then the angel of the LORD told her, “Go back to
your mistress and submit to her.”

13 She gave this name to the LORD who spoke to
her: “YOU ARE THE GOD WHO SEES ME,” for she
said, ‘1 have now seenld the One who sees

RO, it is still there, between Kadesh and Bered.

Movement 2 “Seeing Like Jesus”

35 Jesus went through all the towns and villages,
teaching in their synagogues, proclaiming the
good news of the kingdom and healing every
disease and sickness. 36 When he SAW the crowds,
he had COMPASSION on them, because they
were harassed and helpless, like sheep without a

= Pray for opportunities to serve, bless and
share the good news of the Kingdom.

“Father open their eyes and turn
them from darkness to light and from the
power of Satan to God, that they may receive
forgiveness of sins and a place among those
who are sanctified by faith in me.”
